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Through the implementation of the
Lantau Trails and Recreation Plan,

we target to develop Lantau into a
vacation destination in Hong Kong.
People may spend a few days of vacation
on Lantau to visit attraction spots in a
relaxing manner, make impromptu
excursions to various areas, and learn
local cultures, while experiencing the
nature’s beauty on Lantau. We will strive
to connect people with the natural and
cultural resources of Lantau.
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Leveraging the opportunities to be
brought about by development projects
such as Tung Chung New Town
Extension, Sunny Bay reclamation and
construction of Road P1, we will examine
the feasibility of constructing a cycle
track with supporting facilities along the
north shore of Lantau to connect Sunny
Bay with Airport Island. The entire cycle
track is about 20 km long.
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Our target is to enhance the existing
mountain bike trails in South Lantau with

a view to strengthening the connection
between Mui Wo and Kau Ling Chung.
Apart from a possible boardwalk along the
reservoir, we will also explore enhancing
the connection between the existing
catchwater and South Lantau Road, while
improving the accessibility and connectivity
among South Lantau recreation nodes in a
green way. The entire network may attain a
length of about 60 km.
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Round-the-Lantau Route, with a total
length of about 100km, is a signature
proposal by integrating existing and
new trails of Lantau. We will explore
enhancing the connectivity of the trails;
improving the sustainability of the trails;
and providing necessary supporting
facilities along the trails, including the
installation of telecommunications
